ART LEVEL TWO

GRADES 9-12

Unit of Credit:  One semester (elective)

Prerequisites:  Must have successfully passed two semesters of Art level One

Course Overview:


This year long course will follow up and expand on the areas covered in Art one.  Students will have opportunities to work on independent study projects.  A majority of the assignments will be 3-demensional projects.

Elements of Visual Arts:  Using reading, listening, creativity, and craftsmanship the students will be expected to create works of art showing their understanding of the elements of visual art.  They will use the techniques learned from art 1 to expand on ideas and create more advanced projects.  Students will draw still life and human models to help their understanding of Shape and Form. 

Different Mediums:   Students will be able to work with a variety of media.  Art 2 students will focus more on 3-demensional projects.  Form and shape along with proper shading will be emphasized.  Blending colors and using color to show special depth will also be a major part of this class.

Independent Projects:  Students will have the opportunity to work on projects that they come up with.  They will be guided along by the instructor and obtain feedback from other students.  Students will be able to choose the medium they wish to work with.

Research Projects:   Students will be assigned two research assignments, one for each semester final.  The first project will emphasize researching an artistic movement and writing about the artists and artwork of this time period.  The second research project will ask the students to research an artist and reproduce one of their works or create a project incorporating the style of the artist they researched.

Content Competencies:

Standard #1:  Students create, perform/exhibit, and respond in the Arts.

Students will gain a further understanding about themselves by expressing their ideas in depth through a variety of media.  Students further their ability to incorporate the basic elements of art into their projects.  The students will be able to visually express their ideas in their projects.

Standard #2:  Students apply and describe the concepts, structures, and processes in the Arts.

Students will be asked to discuss their ideas and the techniques they used in creating their projects.  Students will use learned skills to demonstrate their understanding of the media they choose to work with.  Students will study famous past artists and gain and understanding about how they used the elements to compose their various works.

Standard #3:  Students develop and refine arts skills and techniques to express ideas, pose and solve problems, and discover meaning.
Independent projects will let the students decide what materials they will use for their projects.  The students will discuss the intended meaning of their finished project and discuss different ideas with their class.  Students will have the opportunity to work on a variety of community projects including sign making, logo design, log bed and bench construction.

Standard #4:  Students analyze characteristics and merits of their work and the work of others.

Students will develop an understanding of how to express certain ideas and thoughts in their projects.  Student knowledge of the elements of art will help in the process of evaluating various works of art.  The instructor and other students will convey constructive criticism to students pertaining to their projects.  Students will view different examples of artwork and use their knowledge of the elements of art to discuss the differences in each example.

Standard #5:  Students understand the role of the Arts in society, diverse cultures, and historical periods.

Students will be able to portray their understanding of symbolism and the diversity of cultures in their art work.  Projects covering Native American symbolism will give students a look at how their past relatives depicted important aspects of their lives.  Students will view different examples of how many works of art depict the culture of the past and present peoples.

Standard #6:  Students make connections among the Arts, other subject areas, life, and work.

Through research students will have the opportunity to learn about the various Artistic Movements, and the Artists involved in each era.  They will present their knowledge of the movements to their classmates.  Students will discuss the functional and practical uses of art in their daily lives and incorporate this into their projects.  The historical significance of art throughout the different cultures will be covered by studying the various eras of Art History.
