High School Band

Units of credit:


Semester, elective
Prerequisites:


Middle school band participation, skill appropriate instrumental proficiency or consent of instructor.  

Course overview:


High school band is designed to reinforce and develop students’ skills on band instruments.  Students will continue the study of music theory, tone production, rhythmic skills and rehearsal skills.  Appropriate band literature will be presented with consideration for performances.  Instructional materials will be presented to enhance literature rehearsed.  

Objectives


Students will be able to read music and play band instruments, with a greater degree of confidence. Students will be able to perform in a group setting or alone.  Students will learn to budget more time for at home practice. Students will develop an internal sense of time and will continue to develop a sense of good intonation.

High School Jazz Band

Grades 9 – 12

Units of credits:


Semester, elective

Prerequisites:


High school band participation or consent of instructor.

Course Overview:


High School Jazz Band is designed to reinforce and develop students’ skills on band instruments and introduce the style of jazz.  This is accomplished using jazz music of varying degrees of difficulty and performing for audiences.

Objectives


Students will be able to read music and play band instruments, with a greater degree of confidence. Students will be able to perform in a group setting or alone.  Students will learn to budget more time for at home practice. Students will develop an internal sense of time and will continue to work on  intonation.  Students will develop the ability to improvise.  Students will recognize and be able to demonstrate different styles of jazz.

Content Competencies:

Standard #1: Students will sing alone and with others a varied repertoire of music.


Competency 1: Students can sing note names to reinforce pitch, rhythm, style, and articulations.
