Education of Little Tree

(Or alternate depending on reading level.)

This class is limited to 10 students.  Each student reads at least a page out loud, then follows along in the book while the other students read.  I use a round table (reading circle) setting.
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	Class and Group discussions, projects, work sheets, student or teacher generated comprehension questions in work sheets, open book quizzes and games.
1st  Emphasis is first placed on being able to summarize plot. 

2nd Importance of one event to the story and recognition of major and minor 

characters.  

3rd Work on remembering important events in the book and the basic plot.

4th Using evidence from the book to back opinion statements and general statements. 

Use group and class discussions, project presentations, (journal entries) and structured writing assignments to explore the geography, politics, culture, and events during that time period and how they were reflected in and influenced plot and theme.

Use group and class discussions, project presentations, journal entries and structured writing assignments to compare politics, culture and events during the

Period the events in the book occurred with events and issues of more recent times and of the present. Also explore cause and effect.

Quiz’s and tests

   Includes closed ended questions for comprehension and reading check, most are open-ended question requiring short essay answer.

The student will write closed and open questions on the reading.  They may be required to submit just the questions or both 

questions and answers.

Their questions may be used in games or quizzes.

Take home work sheets or questions to help to keep focused when doing home reading assignments. 

Journal: One page each week unless formal essay assigned.

Topics: Student’s choice or assigned writings from the novel or novel projects.

Summaries of sections.

Vocabulary: Using words from the novel in games and activities with visuals designed to commit material to long-term memory.  These exercises also emphasize using the word in context and recognizing the part of speech.  Students also change prefixes and suffixes and use the new words in context recognizing a change in the part of speech. 

Students read and discuss sections in the book that describe the setting.  The class then takes the digital cameras on a photo shoot to McDonald Lake or Mission Dam and uses the pictures as a prompt for descriptive writing.  The students then use Adobe Photoshop and PowerPoint to create a poster with their picture as a background for their creative writing.


	The student will:

Demonstrate she/he has read and understood the selection.

Identify and explain the importance of characters and events in the story to plot, setting, and theme.

Understand the difference between concrete and abstract elements in literature. Identify literary devices and elements and not be confused by them.

Understand how the author uses literary devices and elements in point of view and in setting tone and to develop characterization, setting, plot and theme. 

Express answers clearly in complete sentences properly constructed and punctuated.

Use proper essay answer form when answering questions that require an explanation answer: include a general statement and specific proof from the book.

Write comprehensive questions.

Use the questions and answers to demonstrate comprehension.

Demonstrate a comprehension of how the book and the events related in it fit with the events in the world during that time.

Demonstrate a comprehension of the author’s point of view and intent compare and contrast it to other students, authors, and the students own.

 Compare elements in the book and events in that time period with those in more recent time periods and in the present.

Demonstrate the understanding that ideas and events in one time period influence future ideas and events including those in the present.

Relate events, ideas, and attitudes in the book to those in the student’s personal experiences.

Demonstrate comprehension of difficult sections.
