Units of Credit:  1 credit

Prerequisites:  Students who are eligible for Special Education Services in English 

Course Overview:

This course is for students who qualify for Special Education Services.  Instructions are based on their goals written in the IEP and are individualized according to each student’s academic needs in English.  Each student is involved with reading, writing, listening and speaking skills.  The student’s technology skills and library media skills are part of the process of developing basic skills in English.  Also Career and Vocational Technical Education and Work Place Competencies are taught from a video series.

Standard II.  Career and Vocational Technical Education


Content Standard 3 – Students acquire and utilize personal and leadership skills to become successful, productive citizens. 

Standard XIII. Workplace Competencies 

Content Standard 2 – Interpersonal Workplace Skills-Students acquire and demonstrate interpersonal workplace skills.

The students listen to a video series called First Job Survival Skills.  The students will take notes on the habits and attitudes addressing the many ways entry-level workers can go wrong in the traditional 90-day probationary period.  They will learn how crucial it is to show enthusiasm for the job and a dedicated work ethic.  The students will choose the good habits and attitudes from the video and explain the appropriate behavior that helped the workers survive their job.  They will also repeat this activity choosing inappropriate work habits and attitudes and explain why this led to their dismissal from their job.

Workplace Competencies Content Standard 6 – Workplace Readiness/Life & Career Planning – Students acquire and demonstrate skills in life and career planning and workplace readiness.

The students are introduced to and gain knowledge in filling out job applications, resume writing, writing a cover letter, why a portfolio is important and what to put in them.  They also are introduced to life skills in writing for the world of work.  They learn about the paperwork involved in getting a job, starting a job, writing in an office, ordering and billing, shipping and receiving.  The students are using the library to research careers they are interested in pursuing.  In the library they are finding resource guides to search through and also accessing the Internet on the computer.

XII.  Technology  

Technology Content Standard 1 – Students demonstrate an understanding of the basic operations of technologies.

The students research on the Internet information needed to learn about other communities they might like to live in the United States.  They research places to live, houses for rent, jobs available through newspapers published on the Internet.  The students learn how to access information needed to write reports.  The students learn how to use the Resume Writing Program. 

VIII.  Reading                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                         

Content Standard 1 – Student construct meaning as they comprehend, interpret, and respond to what they read.

The students read short stories and novels. The students discuss the key points of the reading material.  The students discuss and write about the main ideas and supporting details.  The students learn how to paraphrase what they have read. They provide orally and written responses to generate their feelings from the reading material.  

Content Standard 2 – Students apply a range of skills and strategies to read.

The students gain knowledge of vocabulary by using context clues from the reading material and reference sources such as the dictionary, thesaurus or glossary.  The students decode unknown words phonetically and using context clues to understand what they are reading.  The students learn how to use the table of contents, glossary, indexes, graphs, charts, maps. 

Content Standard 3, 4 and 5 for Reading are not taught at this time.

XV.  Writing

Writing Content Standard 1 – Students write clearly and effectively

The students learn to write a paragraph with a beginning, middle and end.  The students develop a main idea and write supporting details.  The students learn to write using Capitalization and punctuation and correct grammar.  

Writing Content Standard 2 – Students apply a range of skills and strategies in the writing process.

The students learn to brainstorm for ideas and then write a draft, editing and revising until they have completed a final copy for publishing.  

Writing Content Standard 4 – Students write for a variety of purposes and audiences.

The students are introduced to writing reports.  They learn to write at the level they are at.  The four levels are:  word writing, sentence writing, paragraph writing and independent paragraph writing.  The newspaper offers a good source of stories to teach writing reports.

Writing Content Standard 5 and 6 – I don’t teach these two standards in my English Class.
